Performance

LMC Community Foundation’s investment portfolio 
is typically invested 50 percent in bonds and money 
markets, and 50 percent in stocks.  During the three-year
period 2000 – 2002, LMCCF incurred a slight annualized
loss of .1 percent.

By comparison, during the same three-year period, the
S&P 500 index decreased an average of 14.5 percent
each year.
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Individuals and organizations set up funds within the
Foundation as a means to carry out their charitable 
intentions through donor advised funds, donor designated
funds, and endowments.  As donors they are able to 
recommend amounts and recipients of their funds.
